The Cover

The cover shows the Wallkill VallegiR
road Trestle under construction. The photo is one
side of a stereo view card taken either in thedhll
1871 or early spring 1872. This bridge was built
by the Paterson, New Jersey bridge builders, Wat-
son M'fg. Company. The bridge served until 1895
when the King Bridge Company built a replace-
ment that could handle the ever increasing load of
newer and more powerful steam locomotives and
freight cars. The WVRR trestle, the Delaware &
Hudson canal and the cement kilns and mines have
become the signature images of Rosendale’s past.
